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Snow Removal Bylaw 

Town of Tolland, Massachusetts 
 

No person, other than an employee in the service of the Commonwealth or the Town of 
Tolland or an employee in the service of an independent contractor acting for the 
Commonwealth or the Town of Tolland, shall pile, push or plow snow or ice into town 
roads so as to impede the flow of traffic on such way.   

Penalty for Violation of this Bylaw: In addition to any other legal remedies that may be 
available, Whoever violates any provision of this by-law, the violation of which is subject to 
specific penalty, may be penalized by non-criminal disposition as provided in Massachusetts 
General Laws, Chapter 40, Section 21D as amended in accordance with the penalty and fine 
schedule established in the Town of Tolland Bylaw.
